A Message From 

Your Interim Pastor 

 
This week I have had the privilege of being at Grand Oaks Baptist Camp for 4th-6th 

grade camp, and it has been a blessing.  Although my primary responsibility is to 

take care of my boys so that Jala can teach the Girls’ Bible Study time each day, 

God has been teaching me nonetheless.  I have been reminded of two important 

truths that are somehow more readily apparent at camp than during the stresses 

of a normal schedule. 

 

First, I have been reminded that we all need stillness in our life.  Camp is not 

exactly what you would call a quiet place during most of the day, but if you get 

up with the sun and go to bed late, you can count on a few minutes of peace.  

Psalm 46:10 says, “Be still and know that I am God.  I will be exalted among the 

nations, I will be exalted in the earth.”  When was the last time you slowed down 

enough to get your mind off of work, family, or even church so that you could 

better hear the voice of God?  Often this does not even happen during the 

vacations we so look forward to because true silence and solitude does not 

happen without intentional planning.  Take the time to quiet the distractions in 

your life so that you can better discern the will of the Lord. 

 

Secondly, this week I have been reminded of the beauty of Christian community.  

Every day at camp I have had the opportunity to have significant conversations 

about God and life with a number of different people.  Whether over an early cup 

of coffee before the campers get up or late at night on the porch outside the staff 

cabins, Christian community is a staple at camp.  I think this sort of community is 

best experienced in an ongoing manner through the friendships you have with 

other believers in our church and community.  While we do not want to become a 

holy huddle as a church, we do need each other more than just on Sunday 

mornings for 2-3 hours.  We need Christian friends to help us continually walk in 

faith and to make God-honoring decisions on a daily basis.  I hope you have a 

few people (whether you know them from Sunday School, small groups, softball, 

etc.) you can depend on to be there for you regularly to spur you on toward living 

for Jesus (see Hebrews 10:23-25). 

 

Camp has been good, but stillness and Christian community are not just for camp.  

What are you doing to promote spiritual growth among your family and friends?  

Do you demonstrate the importance of slowing down to listen to the voice of 

God?  Do you devote the time and energy to building deep friendships with other 

believers?  I believe it is out of these things that God moves in our lives and can 

make us to be the ambassadors for Him that we ought to be. 

 

As my time as interim pastor draws to a close, I want you to know how much Jala 

and I have appreciated your love and support!  It has been great to serve as an 

interim at our own church – a church we love so much and are excited to be a 

part of anyway.  We rejoice in God’s leading Pastor Rodney to our church, and 

we look forward with anticipation to the ways God is going to continue to be at 

work in our midst!  To God be the glory!
